The Three “P ’s” of Acting,
adapted from a magazine article
by David Vando, CEO of Model’s
Mart.

The Irst “P” is passion.
Without it you will never last as a performer. Actors
must be passionate, sensitive artists. Acting is

an extremely demanding profession to learn and

the competition is intense. A lot of actors are not
employed as actors all of the time. Most actors must
In d other ways to support themselves if they are

to survive. Actors have to face rejection a majority
of the time and must have that passionate love of
their art to sustain them. There is no one way that
the passion for performing is kindled. Sometimes

it comes from a parent or teacher. Sometimes it is
something that you unexpectedly discover. How it
strikes you is not important as long as you are “stage
struck.”

The second “P” is preparation.

As an actor, you must come to work prepared and
willing to completely dedicate yourself to your art.
You must have the physical stamina of an athlete,
the grace of a dancer, and the mental agility of a
poet—no easy task. The truly great actors have the
acute minds that lead them to make dramatic acting
choices that bring the written word to life. Even if
you are naturally gifted, you will have to nurture and
develop that gift if it is to blossom. Explore what

you can do in your local area, such as community
theater, church groups, or plays at school. Call your
local state !Im commission and see what !Ims are
being shot in your state; perhaps you can work as

an extra and get an idea of how !lIms are made.

Take whatever classes you can...if you do not have
access to any training, do not let that stop you. Begin
teaching yourself by reading books on acting. Actors
must be good readers.

The last “P” is for perseverance.

Without it you will not go far, no matter how great

a talent you may be. You must be patient as you
work hard and not let the daily rejection deter you
from life’'s objective. No one can guarantee you will
become rich and famous. If this is your main goal in
becoming an actor, you may never be “successful.”
But if you pursue the art of acting because it enriches
your soul and every part of your being then the
pursuit of your career will be its own reward. No one
can help you if you give up on yourself.

10 mistakes you do not want to
make on the runw  ay!

Walking down the catwalk isn’t as easy as
supermodels make it look. To keep your runway
experience as smooth as possible, you'll want to
avoid these typical blunders.
1. Chewing gum. This is a big no-no because it's
tacky, unprofessional, and there is a chance that you
could get gum on the designer’s collection.
2. Being a one-arm carrier. Meaning: When walking
on the runway, one arm is swaying back and forth
and the other is dead. This shows that you are not
balanced as a model.
3. Walking with your head looking down. This shows
low self-esteem.
4. Inconsistent walking technique. Consistency is
key.
5. Walking hunched over. Not walking erect will
cause you to not book jobs.
6. Walking with your hands stiff or Ingers pointed
down. This shows nervousness and that you are
uncomfortable.
7. Doing things your own way. Ex. Doing something
on the runway other than what the designer instructed
you to do. This will mess up the theme of the scene
and can also throw off the timing of the show.
8. Walking too fast or too slow. You need to walk with
a graceful pace like the model has set before you.
9. Walking to the beat of the music. Never walk to
the beat of the music.
10. Falling on the runway. You should get used to
your collection as far as gowns or dresses and make
sure that your shoes are comfortable and not slippery.

Be awesome atea chau dition!

You can’t control an audition, but if you rehearse
you will feel more conldent. Use a tape recorder,
watch yourself in front of the mirror, or get a friend
to practice with you. Practice, practice, practice—it
makes a difference. And remember that each
opportunity you have to audition makes you more
seasoned, less nervous, and more con!dent. Be
present and enjoy the process, this is why you
became a model or actor—you love what you do!
Have a good time, you have worked hard to get this
far so soak up the experience. Enthusiasm could
be the tie-breaker between you and someone else
getting the job. Give it all you've got every single
time. Tell yourself you are going to let your talent
shine. There are always many people auditioning
for the same spot; the one who shows passion and
interest could be the one chosen. This is a quality that
you will have to feel and not fake. Con!dence will get
and keep all eyes on you and you’'ll make your best
impression—as though you have never

lost a job before. Go for it!
